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ABSTRACT: 

Social network data provides valuable information for understanding the organizational dynamics of terrorist organizations and providing insight into their future behavior.  Unfortunately, obtaining this type of data is both labor intensive and cognitively difficult.  The Social Network Automated Text to Code Helper (SNATCH) is a software tool developed to aid intelligence analysts in the extraction and construction of social network data from text media.  This software does not attempt to replace the analyst, but rather reduce his cognitive workload and make data extraction and construction easier.
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
