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Jeff Singleton has built a career with the Department of the Army as a research engineer, first in the field of experimental rotorcraft testing and analysis and later as team leader and then division chief for rotorcraft dynamics, structural mechanics, and aeromechanics.  His extensive background in science and technology spans more than two decades of fundamental research, technology development and acquisition.  Born in Charleston, West Virginia, Mr. Singleton received his BS degree in Aerospace Engineering magna cum laude from West Virginia University in 1980 and his MS in Aerospace Engineering for the Georgia Institute of Technology in 1988.
