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Yen’s long-term research interest is to develop technologies that facilitate human teams in transforming information into knowledge, decisions, and actions.  His current research interests include (1) developing cognitively inspired agent models to support the collaboration information/knowledge sharing of distributed decision-making teams, and (2) investigating technologies for extracting knowledge (e.g., communities) from large-scale social networks and developing models that capture principles about the dynamic growth of networks. Yen has published three books and more than 100 technical papers in journals and conference proceedings. Dr. Yen is a member of Editorial Board of several international journals on intelligent systems.  He received an NSF Young Investigator Award in 1992 and he is a Fellow of IEEE.
